
 

Once during my time in Israel our group was scheduled to go on a five day excursion in the Negev desert.          

Unfortunately our guide left it up to us to do the shopping.  This was a big mistake as none of us were experienced 

campers. The only thing that we knew for sure was that we were going to be roughing it; we needed lots of water 

and food that would require little preparation.  Armed with these simple instructions we set off to the local market. 
 

When the day came for us to load our gear and supplies for the trip the guide came face to face with our            

ignorance. We had way to much stuff and it was the wrong stuff (huge bottles of water that took up too much 

room and lots of bread that spoiled quickly in the desert heat). By the second day most of our food supply was 

worthless.  This is when we all learned the meaning of “perishable food”. (What our guide failed to tell us was that 

we would have access to an occasional grocery store where we could restock for the day!). 
 

In today’s gospel Jesus introduces Himself as the “Bread of Life”.  Unlike the bread that spoiled in the Negev desert 

so many years ago, this bread comes from Heaven and is imperishable.  It is the Body of Christ, true Bread from 

Heaven and who ever eats it will live even though they die. 
 

It is this bread that we come to receive at the celebration of Mass.  We offer the bread and wine and they are      

returned to us as the Body and Blood of Christ.
