
 

Now that we have reopened the church for public celebration of the Mass, a few questions have arisen.  I would 
like to take a moment to address some of them. 
 

1. Distribution of Communion to the homebound.  The guidelines put forth by the Diocese suggest that we   
discourage people from taking the Eucharist home to their loved ones.  The purpose of this is that the Bishop 
did not want people substituting Mass attendance with the receiving the Eucharist at home during the    
pandemic.  Remember that the obligation to attend Mass is still lifted. Some have asked if this guideline 
could be lifted and my response is this: If you live with someone who is homebound due to infirmity i.e. they 
would not be able to attend Mass under normal circumstance, then yes you can take communion home to 
them.  You will need a pix and you are asked to inform the priest of your request prior to Mass.  After Mass 
please ask the priest for the Eucharist; please do not do so when you are in the communion line. 

 

2. Mass attendance based on the alphabet ordering of names.  Remember that the max capacity of the church    
      at this time is 140 souls.  This system was intended to facilitate as many as possible to attend Mass.  During 

the first two weeks of public celebration of the Mass we have been averaging about 20 people per Mass.  
Obviously we have plenty of room.  Therefore you are welcome to attend Mass as you like regardless of the 
alphabetic ordering of your last name.  But remember when we hit capacity the doors are shut and there is a 
possibility of being turned away (unlikely but still possible). 

 

3. Mass schedule from July 1st and beyond.  July 1st I become the pastor of Holy Spirit along with my response- 
      bilities as pastor of Holy Family.  Because of this, we will not continue to have five Masses on the weekend.       
      See the new mass schedule beginning the first weekend in July below.     —Fr. Ken
