Baby King 

We’ve made it! Christ, the King of the Universe is the final feast of the liturgical year and we’re going to celebrate it in style. 

Next week we will begin again and embark on the season of Advent. Notice how every liturgical year tells the complete story 

of Christ: In Advent we await the Messiah. At Christmas, he arrives. Throughout the rest of the year, we watch as he begins 

his public ministry. Through Lent and Easter, we follow his Passion, Death and Resurrection. And for the last several weeks, 

we’ve been contemplating his Second Coming in glory as the King of the Universe.  
 

What do we do for the next week though? We shouldn’t jump into Advent early, nor is there a liturgical season of Christ the 

King, it’s only one day. It seems we’re stuck in limbo.  
 

Might I suggest a meditation for this time of transition? Look at the Stained glass of our Lady and 

St. Thomas Aquinas above the right entrance of the Church. Now look at the statues of the Holy 

Family in the front on the right. In both of these images, we see Christ the King, robed in gold and 

either standing atop or holding the globe, both symbols of his authority over all the earth. Yet, the 

King is no ordinary King, he’s only a baby. This is strange indeed!  
 

Remember that the same Christ who comes in conquering glory at the end of time, was once an 

infant. The same infant who was wrapped in swaddled clothes and laid in a manger is now seated 

at God’s right hand in Glory.
